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Material conquest “...and the enlargement (of the British Kingdom)” * 

transgressed “...the laws of nature and of nature’s God.” ** A declaration 
of independence stated wrongs that governments need to avoid.   

 
Articles of a confederation and a written constitution laid the 

foundation for a government on principles that were taken from the 
wisdom of millennia.  By ordaining a written constitution, people were 
given the rule of law and the responsibility of governance.   

 
Dreams of unlimited freedom transmigrated with immigrants from 

around the world; like invasive plants, greed and exploitation grew where 
all things principled ought to be.  The Twentieth Century developed a      
“trickle-down economy;” *** thorny bushes of economic strife and petty  
injustice encroached upon a constitutional republic.  

 
The Twenty-First Century is proving ripe for a constitutional              

renaissance; instead of regulating commerce, commerce regulates           
Congress.  This book claims that to regain constitutional integrity, the          
Constitution must be read within the context of its organic base; the             
Declaration of Independence, Articles of Confederation, and the original 
Constitution provide the foundation for the “supreme law of the land.” ****  
 

 “Governments…deriving their just powers from the consent of the          
governed” ** is the foundation of a free republic.  A free republic with a  
written constitution is a constitutional republic.  It empowers future               
generations to maintain principles that were laid to effect safety and           
happiness; people are empowered to petition for redress of constitutional 
abuses. 

 
If you love the US, you must love its constitution.  Common 

knowledge of it will enable the US to culturally evolve, securing the 
blessings of tranquility, heart, and equality, first locally and then globally, 
promoting peaceful, sustainable liberty everywhere.
